Each breed of dog belongs to a group of breeds which have similar characteristics.

THE KENNEL CLUB, which controls dog breeds, recognises SEVEN breed groups.  These are:-


i)  HOUND
These are dogs originally used for hunting, either by scent or by sight.  Scent hounds include the Beagle and Bassett, while the sight hounds include the Greyhound and Whippet.

Other HOUNDS include the Afghan, Dachshund, Wolfhound, Basenji, Borzoi, Saluki, Rhodesian Ridgeback, Otterhound and, of course, the Foxhound, although not the Italian greyhound.

 
ii)  WORKING DOG

These were originally bred as guard dogs and sometimes as search and rescue dogs.

The WORKING DOGS include the Doberman, Boxer, Great Dane, Newfoundland, Bernese Mountain Dog, Mastiffs, Rottweiler, St Bernard and Siberian Husky.


iii)  TERRIER

These are dogs which were originally bred to hunt vermin.

The TERRIERS include the Airedale, Cairn, Parson Jack Russell, Skye, Scottish, West Highland, Bedlington, Manchester and Fox terriers, although not the Boston, Yorkshire or Tibetan terriers.


iv)  GUNDOG

These are dogs which were originally trained to find and/or retrieve game.  They are divided into four categories; Retriever, Spaniel, Hunt/Point/Retrieve and Setter.

The GUNDOGS include all setters, pointers, retrievers and spaniels (except the Tibetan, Cavalier King Charles and King Charles spaniels), as well as the Hungarian Viszla and Weimaraner.


v)  PASTORAL
These were originally bred as herding dogs for cattle, sheep and reindeer.

The PASTORAL breeds include all collies, corgis, shepherd dogs and sheepdogs, as well as the Hungarian Puli, Pyrenean Mountain dog and Samoyed.


vi)  UTILITY

These are a group of dogs which were mainly non-sporting but nevertheless bred for a purpose.

The UTILITY DOGS include the Bulldog, Chow Chow, Dalmatian, Poodles (including Toy), Schnauzers, Shih tzu, Lhasa apso, Shar Pei and Japanese Akita.


vii)  TOY

These were bred as small companion dogs.

The TOY breeds include the Bichon frise, Cavalier King Charles, Chihuahua, Pug, Pekingese, Yorkshire terrier, Italian greyhound, Affenpinscher and Pomeranian.
